We will be running only 3 refreshment stands on the range plus 
the main cook shack. We only need 10 people for cook shacks, so call early to reserve 
your spot. 
  This year’s annual club banquet is March 24th at the Mill Creek restaurant located in 
Corona at Lincoln Ave. and the 91 freeway. The club will pay $16 of the total dinner 
cost of $36. Club members will only have to pay $20 for a fine dinner and the awards 
banquet. More info will follow later.  
  Oranco board elections will be held at the March meeting. If you are interested in a 
board position, come to the monthly meeting on Tuesday, January 13th, 2009 at 7:00 
pm to get more information.
