Rules & Policies (in brief)

General Rules are posted at the front entrance to the
archery range and on a bulletin board by the practice
area.

Members are required to wear club identification in
plain view while on the range.

Common sense and safety rules must be followed at all
times while on the range.

Gate Combination disclosure to non-members is
prohibited. Period. Membership will be revoked.

Close the gate when you come inside during the week.
We are open to the public only on Sundays.

No alcoholic beverages during tournaments.

No glass bottles on the range.

No shooting broadheads into target bales.

No shooting at signs, or poles. Membership will be
revoked.

No repetitive shooting at roving targets.

Use practice area bales only for regular shooting.

Members also need to sign in on Public Sundays. This
is for lease-use and insurance purposes.

No smoking on the range. Smoking is okay by the
clubhouse and cook shacks. Please use the trash cans.

She had made the mistake of picking up an arrow that
looked like hers and assumed it was o.k. In reality the
arrow had been laying there and was not hers and was
most definitely not 0.k. Please take the time to make
sure any and all equipment is solid and ready for
shooting before flinging an arrow. This is especially
important if you have missed a target in the dirt of if you
hear any hard hitting noise when your arrow hits. Pay
close attention to your bow as well. We had another
archer take a tumble down one of the paths on Sunday
and landed on his bow. The bow never shot right the rest
of the day. We assumed the sight was the problem, but
his fall could easily have done other damage that could
have been disastrous at full draw! My last note is about
the grass. We do everything in our power to keep the
trails and shooting lanes trimmed and cleaned, but this is
still a hilly range and it's an outdoor sport. | have seen
several bad falls including Sunday in my group. It's hard
on the body and it's hard on the equipment. | would
recommend some fairly sturdy shoes or light boots when
you're on the range. Tennis shoes may not be the best
footwear. Flip flops are just plain stupid! Lace them up!
The whole Van's skateboarder thing looks great at the
park and may be comfortable around the house, but it's
a quick way to turn an ankle out at our range, as the
gentleman in our group found out... THE HARD WAY!

My usual thanks to the many work party members that
have helped at all of our shoots and with the big projects
on the range. We now have all of the target bales turned
to a new shooting surface and hopefully we can avoid
the bounce out problem for a few more years. Please
avoid digging arrows out of the wood with a screw driver.
| have seen a lot of this practice over the last few years
and it destroys the bales. We found this out last
weekend as we turned the bales and some of the wood
planks just disintegrated. | will buck up the last of the
firewood over the next couple of days and that will be it
for the rest of the year. The wood is just junk Pepper
wood and Poplar, but it burns. Give me a call before
driving down if you wish to know if there is any left.

I look forward to seeing all of you out at the Range and
at the banquet in just 2 weeks. Feel free to give me a
call if you have any suggestions!!
