Rules & Policies (in brief) 
 
  General Rules are posted at the front entrance to the 
archery range and on a bulletin board by the practice 
area. 
  Members are required to wear club identification in 
plain view while on the range. 
  Common sense and safety rules must be followed at all 
times while on the range. 
  Gate Combination disclosure to non-members is 
prohibited.  Period.  Membership will be revoked. 
 
Close the gate  when you come inside during the week.  
We are open to the public only on Sundays. 
 
No alcoholic beverages during tournaments. 
No glass bottles on the range. 
No shooting broadheads into target bales. 
No shooting at signs, or poles.  Membership will be  
revoked. 
No repetitive shooting at roving targets.   
Use practice area bales only for regular shooting. 
 
Members also need to sign in on Public Sundays.  This 
is for lease-use and insurance purposes. 
No smoking on the range.  Smoking is okay by the 
clubhouse and cook shacks. Please use the trash cans.

  April closed out with a bang and May is shaping up to 
be a great month.  The Range is in nice shape and the 
mowing is finally coming to an end.  Once again a big 
thanks to Dave and Po for all of their help mowing the 
Valley Range.  The Mountain is getting done once more 
before the State Broadhead tournament and then will be 
left until after fire season.  I will be out in the next couple 
of days to cut off the tree stumps and clean that up for 
summer.   
  We received a request from a member to put a Hunter 
face on the 80 yard practice butt.  I think this is a little 
silly, but I will put the target out there so people can 
“sight in” on the 80 yard distance.  Keep in mind that 70 
yards is the maximum distance for a Hunter face.  
Please also keep in mind that if you’re shooting at deer 
at 80+ yards then you need to work less on your 
shooting and more on your hunting. 
  I will keep the targets as they are right now until after 
the State Field Tournament in June.  I just put out a new 
Animal round on the Mountain Range and…..IT HAS 
SPOTS!  I will keep spots on those targets for those that 
wish to practice before the State Field.  Anyone that 
wants to shoot the State Field but is unclear about the 
rules, please do not hesitate to ask one of us.  It’s really 
very easy and is a lot of fun.  It’s a one day tournament 
and is quite rewarding so come on out. 
  The targets on the Mountain Range are looking pretty 
good.  There does however appear to be some 
confusion on who is responsible for what target and what 
the expectation is for upkeep.  I will be working with 
Ross in Membership in order to clarify who is on what 
target and making sure that the right people are getting 
credited with the work and the dues.  We have a phone 
list and I may be calling each of you on the phone and 
also searching for you at the next shoot so I can put a 
name with a face and a voice.  Thanks in advance for 
your help on this. 
  I noticed a safety issue recently and would like to call it 
to everyone’s attention.  The Broadhead Pit is designed 
for use only on the clubhouse side of the creek.  I had to 
stop a couple of members that were on the Range side 
of the bridge shooting at the pit and aiming directly at the 
Prado Gun Range.  This is completely unacceptable.  
The Broadhead Pit has enough safety concerns as it is 
with people potentially shooting on the Mountain Range.  
We cannot, under any circumstances, have people 
shooting out of line with the pit itself, much less at an 
angle that points in the direction of the gun range.  Pile a 
high speed compound bow with broadheads on top of all 
that and you have a recipe for real disaster and injury.  
Everyone please keep in mind that the ground is now dry 
and HARD.  Arrows are going to hit the ground and 
skip….A LONG WAY!   Please keep safety in mind at all 
times.  I can’t imagine anyone that needs to be 
practicing 100 yard shots with a broadhead arrow. 
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  Thanks to everyone that has helped with range cleanup 
and maintenance.  I really do appreciate everything that 
you do.  So practice hard, shoot straight and have a 
great tournament season!!
