Rules & Policies (in brief)

General Rules are posted at the front entrance to the
archery range and on a bulletin board by the practice
area.

Members are required to wear club identification in
plain view while on the range.

Common sense and safety rules must be followed at all
times while on the range.

Gate Combination disclosure to non-members is
prohibited. Period. Membership will be revoked.

Close the gate when you come inside during the week.
We are open to the public only on Sundays.

No alcoholic beverages during tournaments.

No glass bottles on the range.

No shooting broadheads into target bales.

No shooting at signs, or poles. Membership will be
revoked.

No repetitive shooting at roving targets.

Use practice area bales only for regular shooting.

Members also need to sign in on Public Sundays. This
is for lease-use and insurance purposes.

No smoking on the range. Smoking is okay by the
clubhouse and cook shacks. Please use the trash cans.

All
members should be using the main parking area by the
practice butts unless authorized to drive on the range by
a member of the Oranco Board. Members that have a
Mountain Range assignment can of course drive back to
their target for the purpose of maintaining their
assignment. Outside of that, the members should not be
driving out onto the range at any time. Driving on the
range is a big problem during the rainy season as many
areas of the range hold standing water and our soil type
makes for an absolute quagmire of mud. It is easy to get
stuck and creates a real mess when we come to pull you
out. We also have a number of freshly planted trees in
various stages of development and we don’t want
anyone driving over them or compacting soil around
them. Anyone with their personal vehicle on the range is
going to be questioned and asked to move so please be



advised. | thank you in advance for your immediate
cooperation.
